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STEELE RESIGNS AS BREC
CHAIRMAN

BREC Chairman Jason Steele
announced at the March 11
executive committee meeting
that next month he is stepping
down from his post to be able to
support candidates in contested

primary elections.

As party chair, he would have to remain neutral in those
races — especially since he played a pivotal role in
forcing Jim Greer out as chairman of the Republican
Party of Florida for his own involvement in announcing
primary preferences.

As just a regular member of BREC, Steele will be able
to support his choice of Attorney General Bill
McCollum in the Republican gubernatorial race, and
U.S. Senate candidate Marco Rubio.

A special election for a new BREC chairman will be
held at the April 8 meeting. Until that time, Steele will
remain in office. “I am proud to be a Republican, was
privileged to be chairman, and will stay on the
committee,” he said.

Several executive committee members have expressed
interest in running for the chairman position. Only
regular members from each precinct will be able to
vote and they will be seated by district. In the event
there are more than two nominees, an initial vote
will be followed by a run off of the top two vote
getters, unless one candidate receives 50 percent

plus one vote. District chairs and vice chairs will
distribute and collect the ballots.

Steele noted that during his 14 month-tenure, he
reached out to the different factions within the
Republican Party in Brevard County, and asked them to
come together. A common thread, he said, was their
support in getting the RPOF to stay out of contested
primaries.

In an interview with Florida TODAY, Steele said that
“this year’s elections will be earth-shattering. It’s a
pivotal year. With Barack Obama, this country is about
ready to go into a revolution. If you listen to the phone
calls I get, how angry the people are, you’ll know.” He
added, “I want to see the Republican Party go back to
its conservative roots.”

Other highlights of the March 11 BREC meeting were:

-- To fill district chair vacancies, committee members
in District 1 elected John Porta as chairman and Don
Forward as vice chair, and District 3 members elected
Karen Fenske as chairman and Frank Meyers as vice
chair.

-- Vice Chair Dave Isnardi swore in 13 new members
to the Executive Committee, which now has more than
200 throughout the county.

-- State Committeewoman Carlie Rogers reported
that new RPOF chairman John Thrasher, who will not
run for reelection at the end of the year, is arranging for
an audit of the state party, and has appointed Ronnie
Whitaker as the new RPOF executive director. Rogers
also reported that at a recent gun show in Melbourne,
Brevard Young Republicans president Charles Steen set
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up a booth to register voters and collect signed petitions
to place Congressman Bill Posey on the ballot for
reelection.

-- General Counsel Michael Kahn announced that the
Rules Committee held a productive meeting, and will
soon have five rules ready for voting on by the
membership.

-- Treasurer James Strickland announced that
following the Lincoln Day Dinner, there is in excess of
$13,000 in the committee treasury.

-- Secretary Ruthie Montelione said Congressman
Bill Posey will be the guest speaker at a Relay for Life
race in Satellite Beach on April 10.

-- Craig Miller and Ed Dedelow — two of the nine
Republican candidates for the 24™ Congressional
District seat — were introduced and spoke briefly of
their qualifications. Other candidates introduced were
Dan O’Brien, who is running for the District 31 state
legislative seat, and Mike Krupp, running for the
District 1 school board seat.

-- Brevard Republ i can Men'’ s
Marshal and member Frantz Kebreau said they are
planning a Precinct 50 block party in Indialantic on
April 24,

BREC CHAIR CANDIDATES DEBATE

Three candidates vying to complete the current term of
BREC chairman share a similar vision for the future but
offer differing views of how to accomplish their goals.

David Isnardi, Dale Davis and Frank Zilaitis
participated in a debate March 18 at a meeting of the
Republican Men’s Club of Brevard. Radio host Bill
Mick of WMMB moderated the event, which was
attended by about 100 people.

All three candidates agreed that BREC’s goal is to elect
solid Republicans to office in Brevard County, while
focusing on the less government, lower taxes and
individual freedom. Isnardi called for a vetting process

to find conservatives because there are too many
moderates currently serving.  Davis stressed the
importance of getting together such groups as the
Liberty Caucus and the 9/12ers, and asking them what
they want to bring to the Republican Party. Zilaitis
urged creating subcommittees to act as liaisons to the
groups.

Zilaitis also said he believed the chairman should be
paid a ten percent commission on all funds raised as
compensation for the time spent to get BREC back on
track. He added that BREC should be able to raise $1
million a year, and all Republican candidates in
contested primaries should be given $50,000 for their
races.

Davis said BREC is a volunteer organization, nobody is
paid at the county level, and he would not accept any
money for serving. He said a more realistic budget for
the executive committee would be $100-200 thousand,
which would provide candidates with much less
funding.

Isnardi said the Republican Party of Florida had
financial issues, and BREC did not need any financial
foroblgons aettee codnty kevel. 1fxhie acommittee paid him
as chairman, he said he would just donate it back.
While noting that BREC does not endorse any
candidates in primaries, he agreed that funds could be
donated to individual campaigns.

Asked about the issue of internal corruption and
transparency, all three candidates stressed the need for
integrity. They also agreed on the importance of
monitoring the actions of incumbents in office to ensure
they are following conservative actions and values.

Whoever is elected chairman at the April 8 meeting will
serve the remainder of Jason Steele’s unexpired term
until the next general election.

MICK TELLS
MAFRW MEDIA
HAVING
“POSI TI VE
I MPACT?”

Bill Mick, speaking at
the Melbourne Area
Federated Republican
Women meeting, said the media is having a “positive
impact” on the election process, but he stressed that he




was referring to talk radio and Fox News, not the so-
called mainstream media.

His own show, News Talk WMMB’s “Bill Mick Live,”
is about getting people involved in the issues and letting
their voices be heard, he said. While he does comment
on the air about concerns over controversial positions
taken by local officials, Mick said it would be more
effective for his listeners to contact those officials
themselves to express their displeasure.

Concerning the August 24 primary election, Mick said
MAFRW members should support the candidates of
their choice in the various races, but then after the
primary season they should get behind the winners — “if
they have the philosophy you prefer.”

Stressing his conservative credentials, Mick said he
does not like to see non-partisan races on the ballot
because we should know what the candidates believe
in.

Mick noted that many people receive too many
solicitations for campaign contributions, even from
outside sources, and said the support should be given to
local candidates — and it doesn’t have to be money, it
can be instead in the form of campaign help. “Don’t
feel bad if you cannot donate to all,” he added.

Discussing the recent special Senate election in
Massachusetts, Mick said the victory by Scott Brown,
even though he is not as conservative as we would like,
was better than victory by the other side.

Mick also put in a plug for a new book he has coming
out shortly — “The Micktionary” of his political
definitions.

MICA SAYS NEW PETROLEUM RESOURCES
WOULD HELP ECONOMY

America’s oil and natural gas industry stands ready to
make the multi-billion-dollar investments needed to
develop the country’s vast untapped resources, says
David Mica, executive director of the Florida Petroleum
Council.

But the “big if,” Mica told the Ronald Reagan Clubs
meeting in Rockledge, is “if federal and state policies
would allow it.” Domestic drilling, he pointed out, is
off-limits due to government regulations.

He said developing new resources in new areas “would
help our economy by creating new jobs, providing
government revenue and allowing domestic energy to
meet more of America’s energy needs.”

There is enough oil in Florida, both inland and off-
shore, to fuel 60 million cars and 25 million homes for
30 years, and enough natural gas to heat 60 million
homes for 160 years, he said, adding that Florida needs
to move forward in allowing additional areas of access.

Countering environmentalists’ claims that drilling
would cause undue spillage, Mica said the largest cause
of crude oil spillage is “bubbling natural seepage.”

Mica said new technology allows for safe development
in challenging environments and such innovation as
subsea technology allows for deeper drilling and the
installation of fewer platforms. And, he added, with the
right geographic conditions, a company can use an
onshore rig to drill undersea extended-reach wells from
the shore and bring the product to market without
installing an offshore platform.

Another technology option, Mica said, is directional
drilling, which can be accomplished in any direction,
including horizontal, and in which a target the size of a
closet can be hit as much as five miles away and one
mile below the ocean floor bottom.

The Florida Petroleum Council, Mica pointed out, is a
division of the American Petroleum Institute, which
represents all segments of the industry — exploration,
production, refining, transportation and retailing. He
said the long-term strategy focuses on increasing
American supplies, the use of alternatives and
renewable energy forms, and investment in technology.

A week after the meeting, in a Florida TODAY article
on the release of a report stating
that reserves in Florida waters
would only provide less than one
week’s worth of oil, and have no
discernible effect on prices or U.S.
reliance on foreign oil, Mica said
his organization would continue to
push for drilling. He disputed the
report’s conclusion about how
Florida drilling would affect prices and reliance on
foreign supplies. That report was prepared by the
Collins Center for Public Policy in conjunction with the
Century Commission for a Sustainable Florida.




KEBREAU ADDRESSES
NAACPC GOALS

If black Americans were more aware
of the history of the United States,
they would align themselves with the
Republican Party instead of with
Democrats, says Frantz Kebreau,
national director of NAACPC (the National Association
for the Advancement of Conservative People of All
Colors).

Speaking to the New Millennium Conservative Club,
Kebreau presented a slide show that pointed out the role
played by Republicans in advancing the cause of black
Americans and how Democrats attempted to thwart that
advancement.

Dating back to the founding of the Republican Party in
1854, he said, the party’s platform called for an end to
slavery in the United States, and it was the Democrats
who opposed the measure and forced the secession that
led to the Civil War.

He said that after the war, the amendment to the
Constitution that abolished slavery passed Congress
with 100 percent Republican support and only 23
percent Democratic support. And, Kebreau added, the
two amendments providing blacks with citizenship and
the right to vote had 100 percent Republican support in
Congress and zero percent from the Democrats.

Kebreau also noted that the NAACP, which has been in
existence for more than 100 years, was founded not by
blacks, but by three white Republicans.

So what happened to change the attitude? Kebreau
points to first, the Roosevelt Administration’s
introduction of welfare programs that appealed to many
minorities, and second, the Black Power Movement that
urged blacks to take rather than give.

The NAACPC, he said, is dedicated to educating young
people about conservative principles and values, and to
inspire all Americans to reach their dreams within a
colorblind society.

MOUNT VERNON STATEMENT
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A group of more than 80 grassroots conservative
leaders met last month to create and sign The Mount

Vernon Statement, a document that articulates the
common core values of all facets of the conservative
movement.

Visitors to www.heritage.org may add their names to
the growing list of conservatives who support this
effort, named in honor of George Washington’s home.

American  Spectator  publisher
Alfred Regnery, a member of the
Conservative Action Project, the
workgroup behind the statement,
says it not geared to any election
or candidate or specific piece of legislation.

“We recommit ourselves to the ideas of the American
Founding,” The Mount Vernon Statement begins.
“Through the Constitution, the Founders created an
enduring framework of limited government based on
the rule of law. They sought to secure national
independence, provide for economic opportunity,
establish true religious liberty and maintain a
flourishing society of republican self-government.
These principles define us as a country and inspire us as
a people.”

The conservatism of the Constitution limits
government’s powers but ensures that government
performs its proper job effectively, the Statement points
out. It says a Constitutional conservatism provides the
framework for a consistent and meaningful policy
agenda.

1 It applies the principle of limited government
based on the rule of law to every proposal.

1 It honors the central place of individual liberty
in American politics and life.

T It encourages free enterprise, the individual
entrepreneur, and economic reforms grounded
in market solutions.

Founded in 1979, FAIR is a Washington, DC-based
non-profit, public-interest organization concerned about
reforming America’s immigration policies.
